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PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS

Dear OWA members and friends,

As I told the AGM on 13 December, I am greatly honoured to have been elected president of the Old Wilsonians’ Association. Anyone who knows me knows what the association and the people in it mean to me.

It is a particular honour to be succeeding Alex Forbes, my friend for over 30 years who was instrumental in bringing me to the club 30 years ago next year. As a strangely under-used goalkeeper and opening bat for the school, I was immediately taken under the wing of people like Gerry Reasley, Ian Rayworth, Ian Forbes, Mike Kendrick and others who, regardless of my limited sporting abilities, made me feel welcome and part of a very special club. That spirit is still the Wilsonian way across all of our activities today, and it makes me very proud to become your president.

The AGM unanimously endorsed my vote of thanks to Alex for the fantastic job he has done over the past two years. Alex’s achievements as president, in improvements to the club and ground and in the leadership he has given across the association, will be a very tough act to follow. How he also found time to carry on skippering a football team and a cricket side in his own particular style is beyond me. I have got three priorities for my term as your president: finances, links with the school, and enjoying ourselves.

First, we have to get the association onto a stable financial footing. The big projects over the last two years have been very well worth doing but they have placed great and sometimes unplanned strain on the OWA finances. Feeling a bit like the man from the IMF arriving in Rome the day after Snr Berlusconi’s departure, we need a period of retrenchment. We also need better financial planning and budgeting at association level.

The subsidiary club treasurers all do an excellent job, for which we should be very grateful. They should now work closely with Mark Mace to ensure that Mark is eyes-on with the finances across the association as a whole and that these are presented at association level in as clear and consolidated a way as possible. The council has to have this information if it is to operate effectively. If you or someone you know could give Mark just an hour or two a month to help him with the technical side of the association accounts and financial planning, this would be greatly appreciated. Please get in touch if you can.

I intend that over the next two years we get to the position that the association’s standard outgoings to run the club at Hayes (£40,000 or so a year) are met by the subsidiary club rents, mast income, pitch hires, prize draws, etc, and that as far as possible bar profits are available to invest in improvements to the club.

Top of my list for the latter are the ladies’ toilets, which are a disgrace to our female members and guests. Then I think it is probably the turn of the tennis club, which, along with the football club, is the big contributor in terms of rent and sinking fund investment to our overall finances, to see some financial support from the association. I have already committed up to £4k in association funds in support of Nigel Jordan’s excellent bid on our behalf for Mayoral funding for a multi-sport surface for the 7th court. In due course the council will look at other costed proposals for investment in the tennis club, whose membership, junior and senior, is growing steadily thanks to the efforts of Nigel and his team. Beyond that, there are already other good claims, as there always are, for expenditure to improve the club and ground. By April 2012 the council will set some clear priorities and come up with a budget for doing those over the next two years.

Second, I would like the OWA to review its relationship with the school. This remains excellent in the football club, with particular thanks to our OW teachers, and long may this continue. But, more widely, Wilson’s does not have the kind of alumni association and links for leavers with each other and with the school which a school of its size and stature should have.

The school and the OWA lose touch with about 90% of school leavers the moment they leave. The school is looking at this, in the context of its own future development and fundraising strategy, and will hopefully be appointing a development officer to lead this work by spring 2012 and will be establishing a new database of leavers and old boys. It is essential that the OWA is a major part of this strategy and is ready and able to support the school in establishing and maintaining web-based and other links with leavers. Thanks to Jim Lloyd, the OWA website is an excellent start in this direction, but we need to do more. I am a member of the school’s fundraising and development committee and will be calling on OWA members to support that and to help create the kind of broader, bigger OWA in the long term that Wilson’s needs and that I think the association needs to be.

Third, I want to ensure, as Alex has, that, despite all the time and effort a lot of people (and it is a lot, compared with 10 or 20 years ago) put into keeping the association and the subsidiary clubs going and indeed thriving, that we do not lose sight of the importance that people enjoy their time at Hayes and the company there.

I know that Denise Pilgrim, who, I am delighted to say, the AGM elected as our new Sports Club Captain, shares that priority. I was honoured to present Denise at the AGM with the Bourner Trophy (which we now, very appropriately, use to recognise this important role) in recognition of her tremendous contribution to the association. I think it is particularly appropriate that we should have an England international as our sports club captain in Olympic year.

I welcome the sporting and membership links that are developing between the sports club sections and the proposed scheme for a subs discount for multi-memberships. I also want association functions – starting with the Annual Dinner on Saturday 25 February 2012 at the Bromley Court Hotel – to be truly that, attended and enjoyed by everyone involved at Hayes and in the association beyond, whether or not they are an old boy of the school. So I hope to see all the sports club sections at the dinner in February. 

With those watchwords – of fun and friendship – I thank the council members and the wider membership of the OWA for their support, and I hope I will be able to lead and serve you well over the next two years.

4.Report of the President /Chairman of Council (Alex Forbes) 

An interesting yet positive year as we continue to modernise and update our facilities. 

Again this could not be achieved without the efforts of many of our members 

2 major projects we have planned over the last 3 years coincided across a 3 month period:

· Firstly,  the state of the art cricket nets were erected after numerous planning meetings and various conditions .These were laid on the land previously purchased from Ex-Blues a couple of years ago and subsidised by a £75,000 ECB grant. This was ably managed by Micky Pilgrim and Doug Forbes.

· The second project was the extension of the men’s showers, extending the toilet facilities and updating the squash changing rooms. This was managed by Malcolm Taylor, Paul Jenkins (our club captain), Bill Sloan and Bill Hartley. 

These 2 projects placed pressures on our finances as there was certain unforeseen costs, an example of which was moving the fence back to allow residents access to their garages (this was repaid via the ECB grant but put pressures on our finances). In a perfect world we would have taken on each project in different time periods.  Unfortunately, due to the ECB and the grant application, this was the only realistic time period when the new showers could be extended with minimum disruption, and this meant that,  for 3 months, we were living hand to mouth. So that this does not happen in the future, it was agreed by Council that we would have a £5,000 contingency fund for any left field expenditure.

The other achievements throughout this year:- 

· We signed a 25 year agreement with Hawesdown and Glebe schools to share our facilities and,  hopefully,  longer term,  to lay down a cricket pitch on the school facilities with the aid of an ECB  grant.

· The Tennis club achieved ‘Clubmark’ status under the guidance of Nigel Jordan and  his committee and continue to go from strength to strength.

· The extension of the memorial balcony by Paul Jenkins and crew

· The erection of the memorial garden, looked after by the evergreen gardening club .

· 130 members donated their time and efforts for ‘Clubforce’ weekend where over £10,000 worth of work was completed. Thanks to everyone involved, and especially to Paul Jenkins and Ian Forbes for organising this.

All the above would be impossible to achieve without the marvellous achievements of our bar committee, who took over £100,000 over the bar to allow us to carry on taking the club forward.

My thanks go to all members of the Council, who have worked tirelessly to help take the club forward over the last 2 years , the chairmen of the various Subsidiaries, who have made my life reasonably comfortable and taken their clubs forward, Colin McCausland (the groundsman) Neil Kendrick and  Micky Pilgrim, for their stewardship of the ground , Messrs Jenkins and Watts, for being great Club captains and putting their heart and soul into the club in their respective tenures - and I hope they enjoyed their terms as much as I have. Lastly, thanks to everyone for their efforts in  taking the club forward.

I now look forward to helping my old scout mate, Clive Peckover, to achieve his goals in his Presidency

5.Treasurer’s Report and accounts for 2010/11

The Treasurer submitted a written report and made the following comments:

(The report is available on request)

The cash at Bank was considerably reduced from last year because of all of the work completed on the ground.

We are creating a sinking fund for the Squash Courts.

Mick Pilgrim mentioned that the perimeter surrounds of the tennis courts will need replacing at some time in the future.

Nigel Jordan said that the Tennis Club finances and plans do not allow them to pay for this - the OWA had, some years ago, agreed to do so.

The Treasurer explained that all of the subsidiary club were more or less in line with last year and that the Cricket club have paid off their debt.

We are putting as many of our regular bills as possible on monthly direct debit, which will help us plan and budget for future projects.

Ian Pilgrim asked why the telephone bill had increased by over £1,000 – it was explained that we now have 2 lines and a broadband service.

Clive Prince asked about sundry debtors.

The Treasurer explained that this was mainly due to a late VAT return of £7,000.

Bill Hartley said that, at last year’s AGM, it had been agreed to show the water rates separately.

The Treasurer said that they come under ‘rates and insurance’.

Mike Pike to send Bill Hartley the Kent (Cricket) League link with regard to saving water.

The cricket club have created a sinking fund for the new Nets.

The Treasurer explained that we currently have 17 bank accounts and he is trying to rationalise them.

The President thanked The Treasurer for all the work he has done on behalf of the Association.

6. Sports Club, Ground and Building report 2011

Sports Club report

Jasper Gundry-White, the Sports Club secretary, reported as follows: 

Bookings overall have been the same, if not a little up on last year. This is in part due to a very busy November and December when we have had hirers every week.

The outlook for next year is not as bright as, as of today, we only have 5 bookings for the coming year, but Jasper was sure that, over the coming months, this will improve.

Ground Report 

Mick Pilgrim, the ground manager, reported as follows: 
　
As I grow into the role of Ground manager, this having been my second year in charge after the Neil Kendrick era, I realise more and more how dependant we are on weather conditions. I will try not to make this a weather report but the lack of rain in April/May, a pretty dry summer, followed by one of the warmest Novembers since records began, and now threats that we could be entering a drought period  in the early part of next year, have not made life easy for any of us involved in maintaining some of the best playing surfaces for cricket and football in the area. I intend going through the various facets of managing the ground in a similar order to last year’s report, starting with tennis.


1.Tennis


After renewing the artificial courts in 2010 it has been largely a question of keeping the courts in good order this year and, to this end, we purchased a mechanical sit- on sweeper/collector costing around £2, 500 to ensure the courts are kept in pristine condition and that we maximise the life of the new courts. As in previous years, we have suffered some minor moss growth on the courts due to the shadowing caused by the nearby trees,  but this has been treated. As pointed out last year, the perimeter fencing to the courts will need replacing in about 4 years time and provision for this expenditure will need to be made.


2.Cricket


Following the complete renovation of the square in 2010 we invited Tony Leach, an independent cricket square consultant, to analyse our square in line with the Performance Quality Standard methodology and tell us how it rates and how we can improve it. The PQS rating for the square was “GOOD”,just one level below the top category of “Very Good”. The recommendations for improving the square were threefold:

1. Further work to reduce the saddles is required.

2. The clay content needs to be increased from 22% to 25-30%.

3. We need to rectify nutrient deficiencies which means we need to use a potassium based fertiliser.

Colin is aware of these recommendations and has begun work to improve the square in line with Tony’s suggestions.
In addition to the square improvements, we now have a brand new “state of the art” 4 X bay cricket net facility which was officially opened this summer by the Kent County Cricket captain. Some of you will be aware that, following objections from our neighbours in Pickhurst Rise, one of the planning conditions was that we should install an acoustic fence and then screen this from the residents view by planting a row of trees. The fence is in place and the trees were planted yesterday (December 12th) , so all planning conditions have now been met. Our only problem now is that the local fox or badger population has taken a liking to the lower part of the nets and chewed some serious holes in it. We plan to protect them with a heavy duty plastic, and this work has now become extremely urgent!


3.Football


On the football side of things the Club and Hawes Down pitches were all completely repaired and renovated at the end of last season and the playing surfaces currently look top class.
At last year’s AGM I reported that we needed to replace the goal posts on the pitch nearest the tennis courts but, with all our hard earned money going on the new showers ,the new boiler and other such projects, we are continuing to receive complaints from referees and our Sunday hirers. This work really must take priority. The Football Club have been investigating whether there are any grants available for this work but, if not, then the OWA must pay out !!!
Talking of our football pitches, Sunday hirers remain as last season,  with 6 clubs in addition to our own Vets and Super Vets using them on Sunday mornings and afternoons and, as Del boy would say, “a nice little earner”!


4.Hawes Down Agreement


Following the formal signing of the Agreement between ourselves, and HD and Glebe Schools in the summer, I am now meeting with the two Heads on a regular basis. I can confirm that they are delighted with the quality of the ground’s maintenance provided by Roger Ward, an outside contractor.
The Heads have agreed in principle to a cricket square being constructed on the site but the exact location and orientation of this is to be determined, as have the costs!! One of the main considerations will be the need for a water supply to the new square and, clearly, we will need to be looking to obtain grant monies to assist with this major project.
In addition to cricket coaching, via the ‘Chance to Shine’ scheme, we enable the schools to undertake tennis coaching on our courts so, all in all, we have a thriving partnership in place with our local schools.


5.The OW Memorial Garden


Thanks to the works undertaken during this year’s ‘Club Force’ weekend, and the subsequent planting out of the new garden by the gardening club,  the OWA now has a memorial garden situated under the flagpole at the entrance to the ground. Members' ashes can be strewn and plaques can be placed in this dedicated garden should anyone choose to be remembered in this way.


6.OW Gardens


As reported last year, following the fantastic efforts of the late Steph Hartley, we have over 200 metres of flower beds, together with numerous pots, containers and hanging baskets on and around the Balcony which are maintained by a small group of volunteers who enjoy working up a thirst on behalf of the OWA. On behalf of the Association I would like to put on record my thanks to Mike Pike, Ian Forbes, Bill Hartley and Lynn Pilgrim for all their efforts these past 12 months.


7.Car Parking


On the subject of  ‘thank yous’,  I would also like to say a big ‘thank you’ to all of the old codgers who joined me in re-painting the car park lines. We looked like we were praying to Mecca most of the time and could not move for a week or so afterwards, but it was a valiant effort and spurred us on to paint all of the perimeter fencing with climb proof paint shortly afterwards!
Also, on the subject of car parking, we have agreed to a local charity, Give2Give, parking one of their vans in our car park. They are paying us a small monthly sum for this.
Finally, on the subject of parking, I should inform you that we have received a few complaints of late from the ‘Hayes Hill Road Association’ following some Sunday football visitors parking in the Private Road. We are doing our best to police this and so prevent further complaints


8.Children’s Playground


Some of the youngsters amongst you will have noticed that, courtesy of John Martin, we now have a small set of swings in place over by the old cricket nets. By this time, however, we really should have had our super de luxe children’s playground up, but this has had to be put on the back burner due to financial constraints. Unfortunately, this new facility has now been languishing in storage for far too long and we MUST get it installed at the next ‘Club Force’ weekend in April. The cost of the new safety base to sit below the play facility is some £7-8000.
I could, and probably should, have mentioned many other laudable pieces of work to maintain and improve this wonderful ground of ours,  but time is pressing. I just want to leave you with two thoughts for the future;
1.We need a new or a second hand tractor before the 30 year old one that Colin currently perches on causes him to fall off his perch….so to speak. Ian Forbes is looking into this.
2.We need to consider how we save and store water so that we can irrigate the ground more efficiently and effectively than we are currently able to. I am exploring a new system, recently installed by Addington Cricket Club,  and will report on this in due course.

Mick was thanked for his hard work on behalf of the Club.
 

Charlie Cocks noted

We know that Tony Leach has looked at the square but it is also important to look at the amount of fertiliser used and ensure it does not seep through.

The ground manager re-iterated the need to increase the clay content.

The core samples show that there are no cracks and we will now see the correct bounce, but the full benefit will not be seen until 2013.

Charlie Cocks asked about the acoustic fence and wondered if it will create problems with the surface with the likes of moss.

The Ground manager said there was not a problem at the moment,  but  it will  be addressed  if  it happens in the same way as has been  done with tennis courts.

Nigel Jordan spoke highly about Colin’s work and how co-operative he has been.

Alex Forbes added that he is well managed by Mick, which helps in this regard.

Barnes Clanachan  said there have been a couple of complaints but he felt that agreeing Colin’s contract had helped.

Bryan Watts said it was so good to hear that we have improved our management skills and that we  have an interest in staff welfare.

Buildings report

Paul Jenkins, the Buildings manager, reported as follows: 

Paul said we need to spend money on the building.

The men’s toilets, in the main club house, need attention, as do the ladies.

Apart from anything else, the state of both does not attracts hirers.

He noted that the 5 year plan included work on the kitchen.

Alex Forbes said that the latter was not for the immediate future, whilst we have an emergency fund for things like the Squash Club roof.

Paul thanked Bill Hartley for doing work around the club when he is not available.

He said we need a water softener.

Paul was thanked for all the work he does for the Club.

Gerry Adams asked who was responsible for our immediate budget as opposed to the 5 year plan.

Answer – The Treasurer.

Ian Pilgrim   said there needs to be a ‘priority list.

Paul said we have a problem with flooding in the showers.

(We have held back £1,000 from the Contractors as a’ bargaining tool’).

Graham Watts said he knew a firm that could help with a water softener.

Barnes Clanachan said he would like to thank the committee responsible for the new showers 

Clive Prince said the ceiling in the Gent’s toilet is dripping whilst there was a problem with water lying on the ground outside and leaf accumulation.

He was also Sports Club secretary and in charge of hiring out the Club, which also brings in a lot of money 

A presentation was then made to Jasper.

(It was agreed that all previous honorary members would also receive similar citations) 

12 Reports of subsidiaries 

Football (Barnes Clanachan) 

Barnes reported that results have been good, helped by  a consistency of selection in  the top  3 sides,  all of whom are  doing well.

Financially the Football Club have been on a bit of a spending spree, but this season will be one of austerity.

The 125th anniversary will shortly be upon us and we will think of ways of celebrating this event in style.

The Club have moved to a new venue for training, which has increased attendance.

Kit sponsorship for the 1st Xl has been secured from the ‘Blue Bengal’ restaurant in Carshalton, which also offers discounts for OWA members on the production of their membership card.

It is hoped that the end of season dinner might be a bit different to usual. Generally performances have been better than for many years.

The ‘Ways and Means’ committee have raised considerable amounts of money, the Club has regained its ‘Charter Standard’ status and is looking at other sponsorship possibilities 

Cricket (Mike Pike) 

This was a momentous year for the cricket club as we celebrated our 125th  anniversary and had special commemorative shirts commissioned.

The year also saw the completion of the Nets, which is an important long term project and, hopefully,  will help to see an improvement in our results over the years to come.

Talking of which, the 1st Xl, following promotion in successive seasons, had to be content with fourth place this time, whilst the 2nds were sixth.

The 3rd Xl struggled somewhat but managed to maintain their status, thanks mainly to the experience – not to mention runs – of Mick Pilgrim, but the 4th Xl were relegated by just one point on the last day of the season..

The 5th Xl, following the disbanding of the South Thames League, joined a revamped Kent Feeder league and did extremely well under the leadership of Adrian Beckett, whilst it is pleasing to report that we fielded a 6th Xl for the first time ever.

Although we did not pick up any team silverware this year, Dave Ellicott-White was the leading wicket taker in Division 3 - 2nd Xl section.

The Sunday league side finished in the top half of their division, which contains some very strong sides, whilst the social side continue to enjoy their friendly fixtures.

Like the seniors, the colts did not pick up any trophies this time round but the under 13’s were runners-up and the under 11’s looked like replicating them before falling away towards the end of the season.

We again participated in ‘Chance to Shine’, a scheme which takes the game into local schools, and will do so again next year.

We played on a newly laid wicket this season, which proved to be a vast improvement, and we must remember here that we have been playing on the original wicket from 1959 – if not before.

It is by no means perfect but we know how it can be improved and it should be even better next year – although the bowlers might have a different point of view!

On the financial side we are now in the black and have paid off the loan we received from the OWA, for which continued thanks.

Winter is a busy time for the cricket club and we continue to have monthly committee meetings, whilst many of our members attend the likes of coaching and umpiring courses whilst others should go on a scoring course!

Winter Nets start on January 28th, pre-season friendlies on April 14th and league fixtures on May 5th.

The AGM saw some major changes as far as senior officials are concerned, with Ian Pilgrim standing down as President to be replace by brother Mick and Andy Steel stepping into, or possibly sitting in, the chairman’s position to replace Clive Peckover, who now has the task of sorting out the deficit Alex Forbes has left as OWA President.

Finally our ‘Clubmark’ accreditation was again renewed, a continuing tribute to the work Ian Pilgrim puts in to make this possible.

Tennis   (Nigel Jordan)

This has been quite a year for the Tennis Club.

We have achieved ‘Clubmark’, and this has required a number of changes, with our child protection and coaching programmes helping to achieve this outcome.

We have addressed the issue of having an ageing membership and now have 150 members – a significant increase from 90.

We have had  a number of ‘Open days’, with a grant from ‘Bromley my-time’, which helped in this regard.

Our structure is now more/better organised.

We now have a 10 year plan.

We have new courts and have re-established our  sinking fund.

We are working with Hawesdown and other local schools.

On the playing side we have won 4 trophies.

We are looking to ‘re-take the 7th court’, whilst the hut needs renovating.

The Club will get regular inspections from the Lawn Tennis Association.

Barnes  Clanachan congratulated the Tennis club on the massive step taken to achieve ‘Clubmark‘.

Squash and racket ball (Bill Hartley) 

The Squash and Racketball Club has had a fairly good year and largely retained its membership levels from last year (c70) most of whom play regularly. As a result our finances are in good order.

We have held a few friendly events within the club this year and one with the tennis club on a dual sport basis.  These have been very successful, as was our first tournament for some years.  We held squash and racketball handicap tournaments that have just concluded with a finals night on 6th December, two competitive finals, with Paul Jenkins winning the squash and Ed Phillips the racketball. We will be looking at more tournaments next year providing we can get the required level of support from the members.

The club has what could be termed a “niche” membership and is a small club with limited options thus, although examining the requirements for ‘Charter Mark’, this is something that will not be possible at this time. However, if conditions change in the future, this will be re-examined. Court usage has increased during the year and this is something we obviously actively encourage by running internal leagues and events and we are currently looking at an introduction of club nights, and possibly integrating table tennis into the structure.

I want to take this opportunity of thanking the committee for their work and also the members that organised the events that proved so popular.

Super Draw and Prize Draw (Graham Watts) 

Super Draw

Graham reported that there had been a big problem with cheque signatories, which is being sorted out. The Super Draw currently has 68 members and £1,467.96p in its account

13. Any Other Business 

Membership  

Graham Watts explained that, under the new Licensing laws, everyone must hold a valid membership card which would cost £10,000 to finance, so we have decided to have a key ring system, which all but the Football club have implemented, so it was agreed that this issue would be sorted out after the meeting. 

Community Amateur Sports Clubs (CASC) 

Gerry Adams asked how our CASC application was progressing.

The Treasurer explained that our application had failed on two grounds:

a) Our Constitution differs for those members who are not Old Boys and is therefore discriminatory

b) Our finances show there is no investment in sport 

The second issue has now been rectified whilst the first will be addressed by Council.

Ian Pilgrim said he had recently attended a presentation on CASC and was happy to provide an input on what he had learnt as a consequence.

The Bar

Gerry Adams explained that the Bar has been making large profits over the past 5 or 6 years. He, Mike Harris and Clive Prince have been working for nothing over this period of time, which saves £5,000 a year in staff costs, but this cannot go on forever in view of their respective ages and we need to find ‘younger’ replacements for them.

Gerry added that staff salaries have been increased at a cost of £700 a year 

Publicity 

Bryan Watts said he was impressed with what a ‘go ahead club’ we are – certainly ‘one of the best in Bromley’ – but felt we did not publicise ourselves enough.

New Year’s Eve 

Ian Pilgrim reminded the meeting that tickets for the New Year’s Eve function are now on sale 

Gates/Job specifications 

Paul Jenkins thanked Nigel Jordan for sorting out the entrance gates to the Club and said how important it was that the Club’s jobs specifications are completed.

There being no other business the meeting closed at 22-20.

LADIES' NIGHT

And it came to pass that the evening had arrived for President Alex Forbes to host his final function as President of the Association as we gathered at the Bromley Court Hotel to participate in the annual Ladies Night, our chance to put behind us the macho pastimes we indulge in to treat the ladies in our lives, many of whom make tremendous contributions to the OWA, to a well deserved night out.
